V. COUNTY MANAGERS REPORT

Wanda Greene, County Manager, said that the City of Asheville has requested Patrol and
Investigation (P&I) cost reimbursement of $600,000. The Manager said that according the staff’s
review of these line items only $18.000 should be refunded. The Chairman usked that the County

Manager work with the City Manager on any misunderstanding regarding this issue.
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V. NEW BUSINESS

+ Report on All Unpaid Real Estate Property Taxes and Authority to Advertise (Gary
Roberts, Tax Collector)

Gary Roberts. Tax Collector. reported that the current tax collection rate is 92.92 percent for real
property. Businesses and citizens who have not paid their taxes were urged by Mr. Roberts to contact
the Tax Office to work out a payment plan. He said that, as required by law, he would advertise the .

names and addresses of all delinquent taxpayers on March 23 in the Asheville Citizen Times,.

Vice Chairman Young moved to authorize the Tax Collector to advertise as required by law.

Commissioner Keever seconded and the motion passed 5-0.

" e Discussion: Sales Tax Distribution (Commissioner Gantt)

Commissioner Gantt moved to return to the gross method of sales tax distribution funding for
Buncombe County Schools and Asheville City Schools. Commissioner Keever seconded this motion.

Commissioner Gantt said that he gave his word along with the other Commissioners in a letter to
the County Board of Education. The letter is attached as Exhibit A.

Donna Clark, Finance Director, provided information at the request of Commissioner Gantt that
addressed the impact of the gross versus net sales tux distribution calculations. She pointed out that
under the gross method the schools get a portion first and the fire departments share the remainder.
Under the net method all tuxing agencies share the proceeds. If the gross method is used in March
2003, it will cost the County $300.000. For the entire year the schools would receive an additional
$900,000. Commissioner Young said that if the county schools got this money it would be for current .
capital expenses only—which is capital improvements that they would make during that year. He
pointed out that the County schools just moved money from capital to current expense.

Commissioner Gantt referred to documents attached as Exhibit A. He said that the net
distribution method has been in effect for two years and the schools have lost about $1.8 million in
capital expense funding.

Ms. Clark said that this money would come out of the County’s fund balance. It would not
have a negative impact on issued bonds but would come from fund balance and would be recurring
funding. The fund balance percentage is projected for 13 percent and the goal is 15 percent.

Commissioner Gantl asked the Board to endorse his motion to return to the gross sales tax
funding method as seconded by Commissioner Keever.

Commissioner Keever said that there was a written commitment to the schools and that
changing the funding method was the right thing to do.

The Chairman said that the Board supports the schools but this is a difficult year and he
disagreed with Commissioner Gantt’s interpretation of the letter. He said that the budget presented by .
the County Manager in 2002 was not the budget that the Commissioners adopted. Vice Chairman
Young said that the schools don't want a fight now regarding the distribution method and the time to
do this is at budget time.

Commissioner Stanley asked what happens to the County’s budget if the distribution method is
changed and the money from the sales tax goes to the schools. The County Manager said that
$300,000 comes out of fund balance this year and an additional $900.000 will go to the schools next

year which would make it hard to keep the tax rate the same.
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Following further discussion Vice Chairman Young moved to table the motion. Commissioner Stanley
seconded and the motion passed 3-2 as follows:
