Commissioner Stanley seconded and the motion passed 5-0.

The Chairman recognized Boy Scout Troop 26 from Averys Creek who were attending the meeting
with their Scout Master Dr. Greg Lentz.

V. GOOD NEWS

• Fireworks At Lake Julian

Annette Wise, Parks and Recreation Services Director, said that last year her department

decided to remove the Lake Julian fireworks from the budget due to lack of funding. Since them

citizens have come forward to sponsor the fireworks—VanWinkle Law Firm, Aladon, Brown

Properties and the Boathouse at Lake Julian have all contributed to the purchase of fireworks. The

Chairman said that the contributors raised over $16,000 to fund the fireworks show. Jon Mobry,

President of Aladon Corporation, said that he had visited 52 countries and the United States is the best

on earth and Buncombe County is the best place to live in the US and he wanted to be a part of the July

4 birthday celebration and the opportunity to say thanks to America and Asheville. Devin Price,

Manager of the Boathouse on Lake Julian, thanked the Board for the opportunity to participate. Roy

Davis of the VanWinkle Law Firm, on behalf of Larry McDevitt and Allan Tarlton thanked the Board

for the chance to help make this tradition happen again this year.

• Certified Nursing Assistants Week/Nursing Home Community Advisory
Committee Report

Sonya Frederich, Chair of the Nursing Home Community Advisory Committee, reported on the

committee's work during the past year. The Commissioners have issued a proclamation for Nursing

Assistants Week and copies of the proclamation have been delivered to all of the Nursing Homes in

Buncombe County. Scott Alexander from Blue Ridge Rehabilitation Center thanked the Board and

introduced Juanita Little John, Elaine Skinner and Harriet Fleming who are all Nursing Assistants.
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VII COUNTY MANAGERS REPORT

• Tax Collections Report

Gary Roberts, Tax Collector, gave the collections report that is attached as Exhibit A. Over

120,000 tax bills and 224,000 motor vehicle bills are mailed out every year. He said that many

citizens have needed help and have contacted consumer credit counseling this year.

VIII. OLD BUSINESS

• Regional Water Authority Budget (David Hanks, Interim Director)

David Hanks, Interim Water Director, said that the Regional Water Authority budget was

revised and the proposed rate increase has been removed from the budget. Vice Chair Young moved

to approve the revised Regional Water Authority budget as presented. Commissioner Stanley seconded

and the budget passed 5-0.

• Adoption of FY 2004 County Budget

Wanda Greene, County Manager, mentioned some of the minor changes made in the budget

since its presentation including the County employees cost of living increase that has been moved from

an effective date of April to June of 2004. The third quarter sales tax revenues are less than projected

and those figures have been reduced and the federal government has provided some relief for medicaid

cost increases. The tax rate remains 59 cents. The Chairman commended the staff for working

toward a solid budget dealing with mandated increases and school funding while keeping the same tax

rate.

Vice Chairman Young thanked the staff for a good budget including $2 million in new funding

for the schools and funding for the Enka site for AB Tech for economic development.

Commissioner Gantt said that people of Buncombe County have hired him to look after them

and he was concerned that the schools did not get an increase in funding in the past two years and need

more money this year to replace these lost funds. He felt that affordable housing problems should be

funded and more money should be borrowed while the rates are low.

Commissioner Gantt moved to remove from the table the motion to increase the funding and to

change the schools calculations from net to gross. He pointed out that this would cost approximately

$861,000 additional costs which is less than .5 of one cent. Commissioner Keever seconded the

motion.

Vice Chairman Young expressed his opposition to this motion and questioned whether it could

be brought back into consideration. He said he could not support an increase in the tax rate.

The Chairman pointed out the largest increase for the schools in a decade was included in the

current budget. He reviewed the losses included in the last two County budgets as a result of State

decisions.

The County Attorney said that because of the way this motion was worded at the meeting of

February 4. 2003, the County must rely on Roberts Rules of Order which say this can be reconsidered.

The motion to remove from table failed 2-3 as follows:

AYES: Commissioner Gantt and Keever
NOES: Chairman Ramsey, Vice Chairman Young and Commissioner Stanley
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Vice Chairman Young moved to pass the budget as presented by the County Manager. Chairman

Ramsey seconded and the motion passed 4-1 as follows:

AYES: Chairman Ramsey, Vice Chairman Young, Commissioners Keever and Stanley
NOES: Commissioner Gantl

VIII. NEW BUSINESS

• Land of Sky Regional Brownfields Initiative

Ron Townley with Land of Sky Regional Council gave a report on the Brownfields Initiative

which is attached as Exhibit B. He introduced Holly Bowen as the new Technical Assistant with Land

of Sky Regional Council. He explained that Brownfields were abandoned industrial sites that were

candidates for redevelopment. He said that contaminated properties can be used through this

initiative. He outlined the community and business benefits of this project including economic

development and community beautification. He said that this regional approach has been very

successful and a part of the 2010 program. The Board thanked him for his work on this program.

COUNTY OF BUNCOMBE EASEMENT AGREEMENT

THIS EASEMENT AGREEMENT, made this day of , 200_, by and
between THE COUNTY OF BUNCOMBE, hereinafter referred to as Grantor, and
METROPOLITAN SEWERAGE DISTRICT OF BUNCOMBE COUNTY, NORTH
CAROLINA, a public body and body politic and corporate, created and established by the North
Carolina State Stream Sanitation Committee by Resolution adopted on January 19,1962, under the
provisions of the North Carolina Metropolitan Sewerage Districts Act, now codified as Chapter
162A, Anicle 5, of the General Statutes of North Carolina, hereinafter referred to as Grantee (the
designations Grantor and Grantee as used herein shall include said parties, their heirs, successors and
assigns and shall include singular, plural, masculine, feminine and neuter as required by context).

W I T N E S S E T H :

THAT WHEREAS, the Grantor is the owner of certain property, more particularly described
in a Deed recorded in Book 1119 at Page 407, Buncombe County Registry (hereinafter sometimes
referred to as "Property"); and

WHEREAS, the Grantee has requested that the Grantor grant and convey to the Grantee a
temporary construction easement and a permanent easement over, upon, across, under and through
a portion of the property of the Grantor for purposes of constructing, operating, maintaining,
repairing, inspecting and reconstructing sewer lines and accessories and the Grantor has agreed to
do so.

NOW, THEREFORE, the Grantor, for and in consideration of the sum of One Dollar
(SI.00), and other good and valuable consideration, the receipt and adequacy of which is hereby
acknowledged, has given, granted and conveyed, and by these presents does give, grant, and convey
unto the Grantee, its successors and assigns, the temporary and permanent right, privilege and
easement to construct, operate, maintain, repair, inspect and reconstruct sanitary sewer lines and
accessories over, upon, across, under and through the above-referenced property of the Grantor, said
temporary construction easement and permanent easement being described as follows:

PERMANENT EASEMENT: A nonexclusive permanent easement for purposes of
constructing, operating, maintaining, repairing, inspecting and reconstructing sanitary sewer lines,
together with such pipes, manholes, fittings, fixtures and other accessories as from time to time may
be required, and for purposes of inspecting and performing appropriate tests within said permanent
easement, including but not limited to, archaeological and environmental studies, and together with
the full right of reasonable access to and egress from said permanent easement over and upon the
above-referenced Property or other property of Grantor, said permanent easement being more
particularly described as follows:

41° 40' 38" East 12.69 feet to the point and place of BEGINNING.

Said permanent easement consisting of 12,993 square feet (0.298 acre), more or less.

TEMPORARY CONSTRUCTION EASEMENT: A temporary construction easement
for the purposes of excavation, digging ditches, storing dirt, supplies and materials, moving and
using equipment and generally carrying out the completion of the installation of said sanitary sewer
lines and accessories, and for the purposes of inspecting and performing appropriate tests within said
temporary construction easement, including but not limited to, archaeological and environmental
studies, together with the full right of reasonable access to and egress from said temporary
construction easement over and upon the above-referenced Property or other property of Grantor,
for all purposes in connection with said construction and installation, it being understood that this
right of use as set out in this paragraph shall terminate upon the final completion of the entire project,
said temporary construction easement being more particularly described as follows:

SEGMENT 1:

BEGINNING at a point located in the Northwestern line of said Property, said
Beginning point being the same as the Beginning point for the permanent easement
described above, and from said Beginning point thus established runs thence with
said line North 41° 40' 38" East 12.69 feet; thence South 58° 15' 24" East 210.55
feet; thence South 47° 18 113" East 176.42 feet; thence South 04° 08' 38" East 124.90
feet; thence South 37° 34' 53" West 18.78 feet; thence North 04° OS' 38" West 133.98
feet; thence North 47° 18' 13" West 170.28 feet; thence North 58° 15' 24" West
211.54 feet to the point and place of BEGINNING.

SEGMENT 2:

BEGINNING at a point located in the Northwestern line of said Property, said
Beginning point standing South 41° 40' 38" Wesl 25.38 feet from the Beginning
point of the permanent easement described above, and from said Beginning point
thus established runs thence South 58° 15124" East 213.52 feet; thence South 47° 18'

53" West 18.78 feet; thence North 04° OS1 38" West 161 .19 feet; thence North 47°
181 13" West 151.85 feet; thence North 58° 15' 24" Wesl 214.51 feet to a point
located in the Northwestern line of said Property; thence with said line North 41 ° 40'
38" East 12.69 feet to the point and place of BEGINNING.

Said temporary construction easement consisting of 12,990 square feet (0.298 acre), more
or less.

Said permanent easement and temporary construction easement being shown on the Sewer Line
Location Drawing for Anvil Knitwear Project, Easement Across the Property of Buncombe County,
prepared by WK Dickson, dated June 5,2002 and last revised April 28,2003, Dwg. File 20266V02,
attached hereto as Exhibit A and made a part hereof.

IT IS UNDERSTOOD AND AGREED BETWEEN THE GRANTOR AND THE
GRANTEE:

1. That the Grantee shall have the right to clear the permanent easement and temporary
construction easement described above and the right but not the obligation to keep the permanent
easement clear at all times, and the right to remove from the permanent easement and temporary
construction easement all brush, trees and other obstructions, and to go upon said easements
whenever necessary for the purpose of clearing the same and removing therefrom all brush, trees and
other obstructions of any kind.
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2. That the Grantor shall at all limes, other than while the sewer lines are under actual
construction, have the right to use said permanent easement and said temporary construction
easement, in the same manner as has been heretofore done; provided such use shall in no manner
interfere with or be inconsistent with the use thereof by Grantee as provided herein. Prohibited uses
of the permanent easement by the Grantor include, but are not limited to, the following: the erection
of a shed, building, structure or other obstruction within the permanent easement by the Grantor shall
not be allowed; the planting of trees within the permanent easement by the Grantor shall not be
allowed; additional fill cannot be placed within the permanent easement except after prior written
consent from the Grantee; and other utility lines, including but not limited to, electric, gas, telephone,
cable, or water lines, cannot be constructed within the permanent easement except after prior written
approval by the Grantee.

3. That the Grantee agrees to restore the topography of said easement area after
installation of the sewer lines and accessories to approximately the same condition as existed before
said installation.

4. That the Grantor shall have the right to pass over and upon said permanent easement
with appropriate roadways for the full use of their property, provided, however, that the construction,
maintenance and use of said roadways shall in no way interfere with the sewer lines and accessories
constructed within said permanent easement. As to paved roads, the Grantee, in future repairs or
maintenance of said sewer lines and accessories, shall only be responsible for regraveling, tamping
and patching the portion of said paved roads disturbed by such work. As to non-paved roads, the
Grantee shall only be responsible for regraveling and tamping in connection with any repairs or
maintenance.

5. If the Grantor has a sewer service line ("service line") that presently leads from the
Grantor's residence or building on the Grantor's property to the existing main sewer line which may
be abandoned by the Grantee, the Grantee agrees that it will connect the service line to the new or
rehabilitated sewer line that will be located within the permanent easement described above. The
Grantor hereby authorizes the Grantee to enter upon the Grantor's property and to excavate on the
Grantor's property outside of the permanent and temporary construction easements described herein
for the purpose of locating and connecting said service line. The Grantee shall perform such
excavation in a good and workmanlike manner and shall obtain prior approval from the Grantor as
to speci fie areas of Grantor's property to be excavated. The Grantee shall also restore the topography
of the Grantor's property after location and connection of said service line to approximately the same
condition as existed before said work. The Grantor agrees to cooperate with the Grantee and to
allow the Grantee reasonable access to the Grantor's property in order for the Grantee to perform the
above-described work.

6. Other conditions and provisions:

TO HAVE AND TO HOLD said temporary construction easement and said permanent
easement unto said Grantee, its successors and assigns, upon the terms and for the time periods set
forth above.

The Grantor covenants to and with the Grantee, its successors and assigns, that the Grantor
is lawfully seized in fee simple of said lands and premises and has full right and power to convey
these easements to the Grantee, and that said lands and premises are free from any and all liens and
encumbrances, and that they will and their successors and assigns shall forever warrant and defend
the title to said easements unto the Grantee, its successors and assigns, against the lawful claims of
all persons whomsoever.
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
