e Resolution Authorizing a Grant of Franchise for Emergency Medical and Convalescent
Transportation to Medical Emergency Ambulance Transport, Inc. D/B/A MEDIC

Michael Frue explained that the resolution would set the total numbers of members to a maximum of 25
retroactively to 2013.

the motion and it passed 7-0.

the motion and it passed 7-0.

e Approval of AB Tech FY19 Capital Plan Maintenance (Phase 2) CMAR Construction
Contract

Pamela Freeman-King, Interim General Services Director, stated that maintenance would cover four buildings
and include repairs of electrical and HVAC upgrades, roof replacement and exterior repair. Bids have been received by
the CMAR, James R Vannoy & Sons Construction Company Inc. and they were the CMAR for Phase 1 of this project.

Commissioner Fryar moved to approve the contract as presented. Commissioner Edwards seconded and the

motion passed 7-0.

e Three Building Exterior Remediation, Repair & Cleaning (Courthouse, County
Administration Building, and Detention Center)

o Approval of Vannoy CMAR Pre Construction Agreement

Ms. Freeman-King stated that Vannoy is fully qualified and this project would include repairs of tuck points,
window seals, control joint rework, brick replacement, curtain wall repair and expansion joint rework. Jennifer Barnette,
Budget Director, stated that these projects were approved during FY19 Budget under the Capital Improvement Plan.

Commissioner Edwards moved to approve the agreement as presented. Commissioner Fryar seconded and

the motion passed 7-0.

o Approval of SKA Engineer Design Contract

Commissioner Belcher moved to approve the contract as presented. Commissioner Pressley seconded and

the motion passed 7-0.
e Approval of 50 Coxe Avenue Single Prime Construction Contract

Ms. Freeman-King explained that renovation would provide the Board of Elections a distribution center and
centralize their operations.
Commissioner Fryar moved to approve the contract as presented. Commissioner Whitesides seconded and

the motion passed 7-0.



¢ Resolution in Support of a Statewide Initiative for Legislative Funding to Re-Establish a
Passenger Rail Connection for Western North Carolina (requested by Edwards, Newman
and Whitesides)

Ray Rapp, former Democratic member of the North Carolina General Assembly, explained that the resolution
is to support the passenger rail project that has pushed back for a few different reasons. Amtrak's Thruway Bus
Service from Salisbury to Asheville will be a trial service for two years and it will take 6-12 months to get started.

Jerry Rice expressed the need for safety within this project.

Commissioner Belcher moved to approve the resolution as presented. Commissioner Whitesides seconded

and the motion passed 7-0.

BOARD APPOINTMENTS

Commissioner Belcher moved to reappoint Sonya Greck to the Health & Human Services Board. Vice

Chair Beach-Ferrara seconded and the motion passed 7-0.

Terry Wells, Diane Frisby, Angela Pittman and Rachael Brown thanked the Board for the Sandy Mush Hi-
Speed Internet funding. They explained how this has helped them with their businesses, children’s homework, and
created an economic impact.
