RESULT OF THE DAMAGES CAUSED BY TROPICAL STORM HELENE
FOR THE 2024 GENERAL ELECTION

on September 25, 2024, the Governor of North Carolina issued Executive Order
No. 315, declaring a State of Emergency in response to Tropical Storm Helene in
anticipation of significant impact and damage to the State of North Carolina.

on September 28, 2024, the President of the United States issued a Federal
Major Disaster Declaration, FEMA-4827-DR, for the State of North Carolina in
response to Tropical Storm Helene for 25 counties in western North Carolina.

on October 7, 2024, the North Carolina State Board of Elections adopted a
resolution regarding the conduct on Early voting, Election Day voting, Absentee
Voting and Voter Registration for the thirteen (13) counties most effected by
Tropic Storm Helene.

on October 10, 2024, the Disaster Recovery Act of 2024 was signed into law by
Governor Cooper.

Buncombe County is one of the thirteen (13) counties effected by Tropical Storm
Helene.

Buncombe County has conducted an inspection of all the current polling sites
and made a damage assessment.

based on the assessment, several sites are unusable based on damages to the
building, inability to access the site or repurposed for other disaster mitigation
roles.

Buncombe County Election Services staff recommends that the Board consider
an amendment the County’s voting plan due to Storm Helene and its impact to
Buncombe County.

in making these changes, the Board has focused on maintain voting access as
close to existing polling places as possible.

based on several sites being unusable and staff unable to find usable buildings

within certain precincts, the Board finds that it is necessary to establish polling
places outside of certain precincts.
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WHEREAS, in accordance with 2024 N.C. Sess. Law 51, § 9.1(a)(5), based on the extensive
damage to roads, buildings and infrastructure in Buncombe County; in order to
maintain voting access to its residents, it is Buncombe County Board of Elections
belief that it is in the best interest of Buncombe County to adopt a revised
General Election Plan for the 2024 Election.

NOW, THEREFORE, BE IT RESOLVED, by the Buncombe County Board of Elections as follows:

1. The Election Day Polling Places for the 2024 General Election are hereby
amended as shown in the attached Exhibit A.

2. Pursuant to N.C. Gen. Stat. § 163-130.2, the Director shall submit the proposed
changes to the Executive Director of the North Carolina State Board of Elections
for approval.

3. Once the Executive Director approves the changes, Election Services staff shall
provide notice of the changes shall be given to any impacted voter by mail or
other forms of communication including email or phone based on what
information Election Services has on the voter. Election Services’ staff shall
immediately deliver notice of the changes to all local media and the chairs of the
pollical parties. Election Services staff shall also cause notice to be posted on the
Buncombe County Board of Elections website as soon as possible.
